We all love kittens and puppies, but s enior p ets have a lot of love to give also ð please 

consider giving an adult cat a second chance. 

 

CATS! CATS! CATS! 
  

Weõve got cats ð and lots of them!  Sadly, not only do WE have cats, but check any pound, shelter, or rescue group ð and 
thereõs a good chance theyõve got lots of cats too.  The number of orphaned adult cats is more than triple to that of dogs!  
Why? There are many reasons. First off, most people only want cute little fuzzy kittens. Everyone loves a kitten, they are 
cute and playful and cuddly.  But what people donõt take into  account is that the tiny stages of a kitten are short-lived and 
in no time at all, the fuzzy little ball is a full grown adult cat!  Another reason cats are so abundant is that when people 
adopt a kitten, itõs too young to be spayed or neutered.  By the time the cat is old enough for surgery; many ow ners do not 
take the responsibility to get it done.  There is also a good chance that this cat has already become an indoor/outdoor cat 
and is in contact with other cats that are not spayed or neutered é thus continuing the vicious cycle.  So, if youõre looking 
for a feline friend ð why not consider rescuing an adult cat?  An adult cat can be just as playful as a kitten; and while some 
cats at the shelter might seem aloof, you must take into account that these cats might have spent a lot of time isolated in a 
crate with minimal human contact and socialization.  Given a fair chance, an adopted adult cat can truly become a loving 
and playful companion!  
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
